As in previous volumes, various indexes are
provided: an Index of Holy Fathers; and in an Appendix: a Table of
Psalms; Some Liturgical uses of the Old Testament for Orthodox; a list
of Biblical Odes and Chronology of Selected Kings and Events; an Index
of New Testament passages; and a Subjects Index of Commentaries by
Holy Fathers.
