Weweren't intentionally eaves-
dropping on the conversations, but they were right there in front of us and
behind us, to our left and to our right, just all around. Chatter...chatter...chatter.

Y es, chatter istalking but isit communicating. Isit thekind of com-
munication that reflects our intellect and deserving our energy and the atten-
tion of others. Think about how much we chatter in the course of aday. Then
think about your breathing, how you walk, and how often you blink...my
point? Most of us don't think about how often we blink or the process of
walking, much less our breathing, although we would be very concerned if
breathing, walking or blinking were compromised in anyway.

Talking is almost as natural as breathing and blinking. For some of
usit isas constant as aflowing streaming or babbling brook. For othersitis
just babbling chatter. Talking is one of the most significant wayswe commu-
nicate with one another. Some of us communicate with many words, others
with only afew. What we say and how we say it, for the most part, mirrors
our feelings and our thoughts regarding a myriad of ideas and emotions.
Talking is how we communicate with one another but our first communica-
tion was with our Creator. Talking is aso how we communicate with God.

But God isall too often not on the receiving end of our communica-
tion. Instead we fill the hours of our lives with conversations about things
that are low on the most important priority list. As Orthodox Christians we
are called to witness our faith to others. If we are to offer our faith and tradi-
tion to contemporary America, it begins with each of us individualy. Our
Lord said that we are the light of the world and the salt of the earth. Both are
necessary for life. Both speak about spiritual realities. Both were given em-
phasis by our Lord and Creator and share an important message about our
communication...that it should be enlightened and enlightening and flavor-
ful, seasoned with intelligent thought and wise counsel.

But words have their greatest affect when offered in prayer. Forin
prayer our words, our talking, can bring about the change of soulsaswell as
bodies. Words can heal the sick and even raise the dead. Our words can
drive away demons and the evil that surrounds. Because words are so pow-
erful, we need to be mindful of how we use them. Our conversations with
others can also do the same. Psalm 141:3 states the following truth, “Set a
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guard, O Lord, over my mouth, and agateto contain my lips.” Chanted inthe O nanmoug pou
Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts, these words offer a sober reminder of the
importance that every word, once released from our lips, can either build or
tear down, inspire or deflate. Our Lord also reminds us that “it is not what
goes into a man’s mouth, but what comes out that condemns him.” (Matt.
15:11)

I am not suggesting that we not utter another word from this day
forward. However, we should be very judiciouswith our words of communi-
cation. Idletalk can beadevilishinfluence and should be avoided. What we
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ment to those under our care, love to those whom God has brought together
and strength to those weakened by the struggles that engulf us are ways that
our words can be well-used.

The Apostle Peter was brought to Jesus by his brother, the Apostle Andrew, the first called.
His name had been Simon, but Jesus called him Peter, which means rock from the Greek,
“petra.” He said, “Thou art Peter and upon this rock | will build My church.” He was at
Jesus' side throughout Hisministry. He saw Him walk on water and multiply theloaves. He
saw the Resurrection. Though he denied Jesusthreetimes, he became afearlessand powerful
preacher. Hisfirst teaching after Pentecost converted 3,000. He preached in Palestine, Asia
Minor, Italy, Samaria, Caesaria, Joppa, and Lydia. He became the first Bishop of Antioch.
He could heal thesick and raisethedead. Even hisshadow could heal. He, Paul, and Barnabas
pulled Jerusalem out of afamine. A nemesis of hiswas Simon the Magician, aservant of the
devil and friend to Emperor Nero. He defeated Simon, but Nero had Peter crucified. Hewent
joyfully and asked that he be crucified upside down, as he saw himself unworthy to dieashis
Master had. The end of Nero'slife was suicide.

The Apostle Paul, who had avowed to wipe out belief in Jesus Christ, authored
amost half of the 27 books of the New Testament. Hewasthe apostle largely responsible for
the solid inception and growth of Christianity. Jesus, Himself, converted this Pharisee en
route to Damascusfor hisdeadly mission. Hewasabrilliant speaker and writer, with the zeal
to teach the new religion throughout the ancient eastern world. He became known as “The
Apostleto the gentiles.” Jesus Christ had become so much apart of him that he said, “I live,
yet not | but Christ livesin me.” He worked toward a union between Christians and Jewsin
Jerusalem and was almost killed for it. Hetried for two yearsto develop Rome as abase from
which to spread Christianity. Though he did produce his pastoral letters there, he was be-
headed by Nero at the same time that Peter was crucified.

“Findly, al of you, have unity of spirit, sympathy, love of the brethren, a tender
heart and a humble mind. Do not return evil for evil or reviling for reviling; but on the
contrary bless, for to this you have been called, that you may obtain ablessing. For ‘He that
would lovelife and see good days, let him keep histongue from evil and hislips from speak-
ing guile; let him turn away from evil and do right; let him seek peace and pursueit. For the
eyes of the Lord are upon the righteous, and his ears are open to their prayer. But the face of
the Lord is against those that do evil.””

With a
PhD from Oxford University and several honorary doctorates, he came to
Belmont to continue his pastoral work. He brought to our parish a strong
sense of stability and Christian purpose. His sermons are regarded as some
of themost articulate and insightful. Hewastruly ascholar and agentleman,
a proud father, grandfather and loving husband. His leadership, quiet yet
strong, allowed for lay leaders in our parish to grow. He pointed the way
with afirm yet gentle hand. He wasthe consummate teacher. Understanding
theimportance of education within our Church, Father Leon became thefirst
President of the Patriarch Athenagoras Institute at the Graduate Theol ogical
Union in Berkeley, California and was honored as the Alex G. Spanos Pro-
fessor of Orthodox Studies there.

The Philoptochos, too, sees the support of educational endeavors as
oneitsmain focuses. For the Church to survive, the faithful must be knowl-
edgeableintheir religion. Inthat vein, the Philoptochos established the Very
Reverend Dr. Leonidas C. Contos Fellowship. This monetary award is pre-
sented to a graduate student(s) who has attained educational excellence, is
pursuing graduate studies and has displayed Christian valuesworking within
achurch community.
